TRAVEL AND TRANSPORT
The gateway to Kvitfjell and Lillehammer region, will be the international airport at Gardermoen, north of Oslo, 150 

km from Lillehammer.
The international Oslo Airport Gardermoen allows fast and reliable connection to Lillehammer by train, bus and car. 

From Gardermoen there are approx. 10 direct trains to Lillehammer per day. Travelling time less than 2 hours.
The route E-6, which is the main road between Oslo and Lillehammer, provides also easy access for cars and 

busses to Lillehammer.

Distances between the Oslo Airport Gardermoen and Lillehammer/Hafjell/Kvitfjell.
Oslo Airport Gardermoen - Lillehammer: 150 km

Oslo Airport Gardermoen - Hafjell: 165 km
Oslo Airport Gardermoen - Kvitfjell: 200 km
